Regionally, we must ensure that our D’s are getting the fundamentals they need to proceed through the standards as well as continuing to stay abreast of the expectations required of the upper level candidates.  This seminar is STRONGLY RECOMMENDED for all Instructors, D1-C2 Examiners, and Upper Level Pony Clubbers who are involved in teaching and assisting.  All Pony Clubbers, Parents, Regional and Club Officers are invited to attend, as there will be plenty of information for everyone.
